     In the classical pre-Christian world, 

knowledge was said to be obtained by 

the study of the heavens and heavenly 

things (Plato), or by the study of 

earth (nature) and earthly things 

(Aristotle). Plato was Aristotle's 

teacher. They did not agree. 

     Plato and Aristotle both had their 

strengths and weaknesses. Since earth 

and earthly things were seen to have 

been derived from the heavens and 

heavenly things, Plato's heavenly sys-

tem provided absolutes and therefore 

meaning for Aristotle's early particu-

lars. Unfortunately, Plato could never 

be sure whether or not the meanings 

he derived were true. Plato had never 

been to heaven. He couldn't go "up 

there." His studies in fact were often 

little more than intelligent specula-

tions. He lacked verification. 

     Aristotle on the other hand, (often 

referred to as the "Father of sci-

ence"), was a wonderful and astute 

observer of nature. Much of what he 

observed and recorded has passed the 

test of time and is still considered to 

be accurate. Aristotle had a surplus of 

verification. But since nature does not 

provide its own meaning, Aristotle's 

system lacked meaning. 

     Classical education is said to em-

body these two basic Platonian and 

Aristotlean tenets. Neither are Chris-

tian. 

     As we approach this Christmas sea-
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son, we are once again reminded of 

the fact of the incarnation. Jesus 

Christ, the Son of God whom the 

Nicean Creed describes as "Very God 

of Very God", became Man and 

dwelt among us...Immanuel, God 

with us! 

    When we think of Christmas, the 

birth of Jesus in the manger of Bethle-

hem and the whole wonderful nativity 

narrative, we tend to relate it to its 

ultimate outcome...Jesus' finished 

work upon the cross, including His 

death, burial and resurrection. His 

work is the basis of our salvation. If 

we are "in Him" (if we have received 

Him as our Savior and Lord) we are 

saved from the penalty (eternal sepa-

ration from God) and power of sin 

and given assurance of eternal life 

with God in Heaven (John 14:1-3). 

    This is right and true and proper. 

We ARE eternally grateful. Truly He 

IS the "REASON FOR THE SEA-

SON!" Yet during this Christmas sea-

son I invite you to celebrate the incar-

nation for another reason. 

    In John 1:1-5 we read "In the be-
ginning was the Word, and the Word 
was with God, and the Word was God. 
He was in the beginning with God. All 
things were made through Him, and 
without Him nothing was made that was 
made. In Him was life, and the life was 
the light of men. And the light shines in 
the darkness, and the darkness did not 
comprehend it." This Christmas, I in-

vite you to celebrate the incarnation

worlds." (Hebrews 1:1,2)

2015), which is being deliberated in 

Congress. The Employment Non-

Discrimination Act of 2007 (ENDA) 

would put "sexual orientation" in a 

specially protected category in federal 

employment law regarding hiring, 

promotion, and other employment 

practices. The ENDA would give peo-

ple who engage in lesbian, gay, bisex-

ual, and transsexual behaviors the 

same federal civil rights protections 

that are provided to legitimate minor-

ity groups. Also, the act's limited ex-

emption for religious organizations 

could cause the courts to rule that 

certain categories of Christian school 

or college employees are nonreligious 

workers. Such a ruling would damage 

the right to hire Christian staff and 

violate the landmark decision Corpo-
ration of the Presiding Bishop v. Amos 
by the U.S. Supreme Court in 1987, 

which ruled that all categories of em-

ployment in a religious organization 

were protected under the religious 

exemption wording of Title VII in the 

Civil Rights Act of 1964. Also, 

stand-alone K-12 religious schools 

and colleges may not be viewed as 

religious entities if they are not di-

rectly linked with a church or de-

Certain medications, particularly 

those for asthmatic students and 

those in need of epinephrine 

medication (e.g. Epi-pens),  are 

allowed on campus and in the 

student’s possession provided cer-
tain conditions are met. These 

conditions are set by the State: 

 

 1. The parent/guardians must 

provide the school with written 

authorization, and as part of the 

authorization, give permission for 

a school official to consult with 

their family health care provider 

regarding any questions that may 

arise with regard to the medica-

tion.  

 2. The parent/guardian must 

provide to the school a written 

authorization from the student’s 

physician or other state-licensed 

health care provider that the pu-

p i l  i s  capab le  o f  se l f -

administration of medication. 

The authorization must also de-

tail the name of the medication, 

method, amount, and time 

schedules or under what circum-

stances the medication is to be 

taken. 

3. The above permissions are 

good for up to one school year 

and must be renewed. It must be 

renewed more often if the medi-

cations, dosages, etc. change. 

 4. This information shall be kept 

on file in the office of the school 

nurse or school administrator.
