One of the “prickly” issues 
which seems to consistently provoke 
“spiritual” ministries is that of extra-
curricular or special activities. 
    Consider the following scenario. 
A group of zealous believers raise 
up a Christian school. Believing ath-
letics to be somewhat important, 
they field a basketball team. Before 
the season has really gotten under 
way however, there is trouble.  Two 
of the best players display 
“unsportsman-like” attitudes. One 
has already been given two techni-
cal fouls. The coach, while acknowl-
edged to be a “fine Christian man” 
tends to display a “wild man” tem-
perament in the midst of the action. 
A few particularly vociferous boost-
ers are loudly bad-mouthing the 
refs. 

After a couple of seasons of 
this, some concerned Christian edu-
cators and school boosters voice 
their concern. This is not glorifying 
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to God. Christian education is not 
being promoted. The school is not 
being promoted. What is to be 
done?  

Solutions range from more 
careful screening of the players, re-
place the coach, install a sergeant of 
arms to police the fans, to the death 
penalty - drop interscholastic sports. 
    Many Christian schools have 
faced this. And while it is particu-
larly conducive to the sports field, it 
is certainly not exclusively an athlet-
ics problem. Choir and musical 
groups, drama troupes, even mis-
sionary teams are plagued by prob-
lems that tempt parents, pastors, 
and teachers to question the value 
of the activity and consider drop-
ping them. 
    Clearly, there must be a better 
way - a solution to the dilemma. 

In this series of articles, we will 
never claim (on behalf of KCS) to 
have arrived, or even to have the 
final and ultimate solution to the 
problem. Anyone who ever attends 
a KCS extra-curricular event will 
quickly surmise that we too some-
times “fall short of the glory of 
God." 

Actually, these articles claim to 
be nothing more than the first step 
toward substantial healing in this ex-
tra-curricular arena. I carry into 
these articles the following premises:
